CT Strategy: RAFT (Role, Audience, Format, Topic)


Use: Writing across the content areas. Various types of CT depending on the assignment.
Description: The RAFT strategy provides an easy, meaningful way to incorporate writing into content area instruction. This strategy insures that all students have a choice about the ways they demonstrate what they have learned about a particular topic.
· Use rafts as hooks or an assessment

· Differentiate by readiness, interest, learning profile.

· Keep one of the following (role, audience, format, topic) consistent while varying the others.

For example, have students studying plagiarism write about why it is wrong in the various personas- an author who is plagiarized, a book that is plagiarized, a student whose classmate has plagiarized, a teacher whose student has plagiarized.

Things to Consider:

· Students might be grouped when creating their RAFT demonstrations.

· Students may express their ideas in writing but should not be limited to this medium- verbal communication via live speech, video, or tape should be considered alternative options.
